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1.0 Introduction

The following represents Husky Energy’s (Husky’'s) Canada-Newfoundland and Labrador
Benefits Report for the quarter ending September 30, 2012, as required under the
Conditions set out in Decision 2001.01 for the White Rose Development Project.

This report provides a summary of progress/activities related to Husky Energy’s Atlantic
Region and includes activities of its major sub-contractors as well.

2.0 Highlights for the Period

Overall Canada / Newfoundland content for Husky’s operations, which includes the White
Rose Project, North Amethyst Project, West Pilot Scheme and Exploration has content
breakdown of 52.66% Newfoundland & Labrador, 23.62% Other Canadian, and
23.72% Foreign.

3.0 White Rose Employment Summary

As of September 30, 2012, a total of 1492 people were reported employed on Husky’'s White
Rose Operations of which 785 were located offshore. This includes people employed with
Husky and its contractors. Of this total 1332 or 89% were residents of Newfoundland and
Labrador when hired, while another 107 or 7% were residents of other regions of Canada at
the time of hire. All but one of these positions were located in Newfoundland and Labrador
as of September 30, 2012. The number of females employed on White Rose operations
was 241 or approximately 16% of the total workforce (Table 3.1).

Note that beginning with this quarterly report, employment statistics for North Amethyst and
the West White Rose Pilot Scheme are incorporated into the White Rose project
employment statistics. This change in reporting reflects the fact that the development phase
of these projects is essentially completed and under the operations phase, these projects
simply represent drill centres incorporated into the overall White Rose project. In the case of
North Amethyst, an additional drill centre, and in the case of the West White Rose Pilot
Scheme, a well pair in the existing Central Drill Centre.

Husky will begin reporting separate employment information for the White Rose Extension
Project beginning with the quarterly report for the period October 1, 2012 through December
31, 2012.
